The numbers can be removed if desired by clicking 20/xx. They will appear if the 20/xx
is clicked once more.

You can switch between mirror display by clicking on Mirror.

The letters can be switched to random by selecting this option. The basic letters are
available after clicking once more.

Crowding bars can be used in the diagnosis of amblyopia. Clicking the crowding bars
option will remove the bars once they have been used.

The contrast can be reduced by clicking on the percentage under reduced contrast.
The red-green overlay is also available in this area.

The Help panel is available to show all of the shortcuts that are available with specific
key strokes.
